UPC 134 Update from Cllr Balfour on the Shinwell Estate housing development
As Cllr S Balfour was unable to attend she sent the following report
“As you were aware the proposed development at the former Shinwell Estate was delayed due to the downturn in the economy, however, the scheme will now be re-commencing. South Yorkshire Housing Association have handed the scheme over with our and the Homes & Communities Agency agreement to their partner association Yorkshire Housing. Yorkshire Housing is one of housing association development partners and are very active in the District.

The proposals are to be discussed with planning colleagues in the next few weeks and a consultation event will be arranged for early February. It is proposed that the scheme will commence in early summer, once planning approval has been granted”.
