UPC 61 To discuss and agree action for complaint received concerning potholes on School Street allotment site 

We have received a complaint concerning large potholes on the School Street allotment site from one of the tenants.
Resolved:  A site meeting will be arranged
UPC 62 To discuss and agree the best way of funding the security fencing around Harewood Lane allotment site and fencing part of the Harewood Lane site as soon as possible

Various options on funding were discussed

Resolved:  It was agreed that the clerk contact YLCA concerning the sanctioning of a loan and look at the options when this has been done.  It was also agreed to part fence the Harewood Lane allotment site with 56 metres of palisade fencing to stop the possibly of unlawful entry.  It was agreed that a vehicle be hired for the removal of earth to allow the fencing to be erected. 

UPC 63 Progress report on the extension to the Rugby Club

Cllr S Hodson gave a report on the progress of the works.  The roof will be completed this week, windows frames will be fitted next week but the glass will be omitted until the extension is almost complete.  The security doors have been ordered and hopefully this will be fitted in three weeks.  Cllr Hodson went on to say that the apprentices from WDH have done a wonderful job and they have worked extremely hard on this project.
UPC  Complaint received from a Parishioner about the state of some of the gardens on Smeaton Road and Wrangbrook Blades Workshop on Sheepwalk Lane

A copy of the email was sent with the agenda
The clerk informed the meeting that she had informed WMDC about the sign at the end of Tom Wood Ash Lane advertising Wrangbrook Blades was unsafe.  The clerk has informed the parishioner that quite a lot of properties in Upton are under private ownership and have private landlords.   The Parish Council do not have the power to make anyone tidy their own gardens.   The Parish Council have tried for a number of years to request the owner of the old Welfare Hall, which is quite central and one of the largest eyesores in Upton, to take responsibility about clearing the site and making it presentable.  As you can see, if the owner doesn't want to do the work then the Parish Council can not make them, and this can be quite disheartening.

Resolved:  It was agreed that due to the parishioner wishing to remain anonymous the Parish Council felt that they could not take up this complaint but it was agreed that the situation be monitored.
