Cllr Askew informed the meeting that South Elmsall Town Council would be writing to Upton and North Elmsall Parish Council to request supporting them in dealing with these reported incidents as Dale Lane Industrial Estate was in our parish boundaries.
Resolved:  All agreed to give South Elmsall Town Council its full support.

Cllr R Askew reported on the Presentation Evening he attended at Minsthorpe Community College.

Resolved:  The clerk to write to the School Governors and congratulate them on a very successful and enjoyable evening.
