Cllr R Johnson said that she was extremely disappointed with the seat that has been provided by WMDC for Delia Taylor.

Resolved:  The clerk to cost the price of a seat which could be used to replace one on the Miners Memorial Garden and write to Mrs Taylor’s family and explain the situation. 
Cllr E Clamp asked about replacing the warn plaque on the Miners Memorial stone.  

Resolved:  Clerk to look at this as well.

Cllr R Askew gave a report on a meeting which was held at the Grove, South Kirkby.  One of the questions which was raised was that of the funding for free swimming for the over 60’s.  Funding for this scheme will be available for the next 2 years.

Cllr S Hodson informed the meeting that he had being trying to raise the issue at WMDC that there is no designated footpath on the new A1 link road but was struggling to get anywhere with this issue.  Cllr E Clamp also stressed his concerns about the lack of footpath facilities for pupils walking to Minsthorpe Community College.  Cllr Hodson was hoping to arrange a meeting with Virginia Molton, the footpath officer for WMDC.
Cllr S Hodson thanked District Cllr R Molley for the information he provided on the £9,000,000.00 which was lost in one of the Icelandic Banks by WMDC.  District Cllr S Balfour informed Cllr Hodson that a meeting with the Business Audit Committee will be held on the 23rd April 2009 and this is one of the issues to be discussed.
Cllr S Hodson also discussed the issue of the Hepworth Gallery in Wakefield costing £29,000,000.00 which had been over budget by £3,000,000.00.

Cllr Hodson discussed the issue of the demise of the river Skell.  He informed the meeting that he had contacted various people from DEFRA, Yorkshire Water and WMDC but has been really disappointed with the response from these departments about reinstating the river Skell.
