Planning application at 43 School Street.  This issue was raised by a very concerned parishioner .

Resolved: Cllrs M Yeadell and S Hodgson to arrange to go and inspect this application.  If they feel that it is necessary for the parish council to support this parishioner in their concerns, then the parish council agreed that an objection should be sent to WMDC as soon as possible.

Item 4 on the agenda was then raised.  Request to close the opening at Beacon Drive to Rose Estate Playing Field.
The Chairman informed the public that this request has now been dropped.  A member of the public asked if the path could be made safer for disabled use after someone had tried to dig up this path in the past.

Resolved:  The parish council agreed to arrange a site visit and contact WMDC and its District Councillors for Ackworth, Upton and North Elmsall to look in this issue.
