Public session took place.

A number of parishioners came to discuss the amount of traffic using Minsthorpe Lane.   They stated that this has been a long ongoing issue with WMDC and they have involved Jon Trickett MP but things have been at a stand still.  Due to the amount of traffic the road has been in need of resurface work, WMDC has promised to do this but alas this has not yet come to fruition.
After a long discussion with parishioners, the Parish Council agreed one solution is to request a weight restriction be placed from Langthwaite Grange Industrial Estate, Barnsley Road, South Kirkby and carry on with the restriction along Minsthorpe Lane.  This then may encourage lorry drivers to use the new A1 link road and not use Minsthorpe Lane as a rat run.  It was agreed the Parish Council would arrange a meeting with Ian Wiper from WMDC to request this solution be looked in to by WMDC.
A parishioner requested information concerning the Parish Council purchasing the Upton Sports and Social Club (Wrangbrook Club).  The Chairman informed the parishioner that the Parish Council have decided against this purchase.

The issue of the LDF (Local Development Framework) not being displayed in Upton was also raised.  Cllr R Molloy said he would raise this issue with WMDC.
