MINUTES OF THE PARISH COUNCIL MEETING HELD ON

WEDNESDAY 10th SEPTEMBER 2008
The Chairman opened the meeting at 7.00pm.  There were 7 members of public in attendance.
Public session took place.  
Mrs Wyld asked if the Parish Council had yet made a decision about funding the Three Towns Community Bus.  The Chairman responded that as this item was on the agenda that any discussions wait until this item is discussed by the Parish Council.  Mrs Wyld was quite happy to do this.

Lena Stapleton, her partner and her father came to talk to the Parish Council concerning Lena’s planning application 08/01962/FUL to change the use of a summer house into a hair salon.  Also attending the public session were Mr and Mrs Hind who spoke about their objections to this application. The Chairman responded by informing both parties that  the Parish Council are not the planning authority and feels that the Parish Council are in a very difficult position with both parties being parishioners, so felt that the Parish Council couldn’t make any comment on the application.

The Chairman read out the letter from Mrs Wyld and this was discussed at length.  The Chairman informed the meeting that the clerk had written to Mr C Geeson, the Company Secretary, for further details about the current status of the bus.  Mr Geeson had responded that he can confirm that negotiations are on-going with WMDC as regards the subsidy receivable for running the Community Bus.  These negotiations are also embracing a review of community transport in the South East of the district and the possibility of acquiring a replacement bus in the near future.  Any financial contribution that the Parish Council can offer at some stage in the future will obviously support the Board’s bid to retain and even improve the current service.
Resolved:  It was agreed that due to the current situation the Parish Council would refrain from looking at help with funding until the negotiations has been completed with WMDC.

Harewood Lane and School Street Allotments

The Chairman informed the meeting that the clerk had written to all allotment holders registered with WMDC on the 6th August 2008 and asked them to inform the Parish Council by the 31st October 2008 if they wish to keep their plot(s). If the Parish Council had not received a response by this date, it would be taken that they do not wish to keep their plot(s).  All but 5 registered allotment holders has responded.

The Chairman also informed the meeting that £172.16 had been paid to the solicitor to enable him to carry out Mining, Chancel, and Environmental searches for both sites.
